libraries appeared in the deep south staffed by civil rights voter registration workers while the
grassroots nature of the libraries meant they varied in size and quality all of them created the
first encounter many african americans had with a library terror bombings and eventually
murder would be visited on the freedom libraries with people giving up their lives so others
could read a library book this book delves into how these libraries were the heart of the civil
